Franco Albini

Franco albini was an italian Neo-rationalist architect and 
designer. He was born 17 october 1905 in the countryside 
north of Milan in a peasant and domestic culture.  

after high school Franco albini obtained his degree in ar-
chitecture at “Politecnico di Milano University” in 1929, 
and began his professional career working for gio Ponti. 

Franco albini started displaying his works at Milan trien-
nale, and in 1930 he opened his own practice. through 

his creations, the modern furniture design merged the 
italian traditional artisanship with the new forms of 
modernism. in his creations, he used raw, inexpensive 
materials. 

in 1951, Franco albini designed an ottoman made of rat-
tan, which is an original, artistic and elegant piece of fur-
niture. it truly distinguish itself as an all-round multi pur-
pose furniture. albini obtained three compasso d’oro 
awards, the most prestigious italian design prize.

arne Jacobsen was born on February 11, 1902 in copen-
hagen. He first hoped to become a painter, but Jacob sen 
was admitted to the architecture school at the royal 
 Danish academy of Fine arts from 1924 to 1927. 

still a student, in 1925 Jacobsen participated in the Paris 
art Deco fair, exposition internationale des arts Déco-
ratifs et industriels Modernes, where he won a silver 
 medal, for his first furniture design, which was a chair 
made in rattan, simply called: “the Paris chair.”

in 1929, he won a Danish architect’s association com-
petition for designing the “House of the Future” which 
was built full scale at the subsequent exhibition in copen-
hagen’s Forum. it was a spiral-shaped, flat-roofed house 
in glass and concrete, incorporating a private garage, a 
boat-house and a helicopter pad. 

arne Jacobsen immediately became recognized as an 
 ultra-modern architect.

in the 1930’s Viggo boesen was one of the architect’s, who 
introduced the new villa type in “Funkis-style.” Viggo 
 boesen and Finn Juhl furnished the first apartment on 
“sorte damsdosseringen” in copenhagen, where his easy 
chair made of rattan was displayed in the living room.

From his workshop Viggo boesen designed a number of 
 rattan and upholstery furniture, which was constructed 
 according to his philosophy: Furniture should have an organ-
ic flow and embrace the body smoothly and tenderly, they 
should be a delight to the eye, but also be solid and durable. 

Viggo boesen’s FoX lounge chair won the design com-
petition, held by the Danish wicker-maker guild in 1936. 
His inspiring, imaginative designs made him unique, and 
put him among the designers of the “Danish golden age.”

FoX lounge chair is the first of many furniture pieces from 
this pioneer in organic furniture design.

r. Wengler, who was born in germany, perfected the fine 
craftsmanship of making wicker furniture in materials like 
rush and willow, materials which you could find and grow 
in europe. louis Wengler, the son of robert Wengler, 
found the exotic material rattan at the leipziger fair in 
germany. r. Wengler was appointed as wicker maker to 
the crown in 1914 as King christian X placed a large order 
for a rattan furnishing.

Wicker maker robert Wengler was now known as the best 
wicker maker in Denmark and many, now famous, archi-
tects came to his workshop to get know-how and under-
standing about weaving and wicker work. 

among those were Danish architects arne Jacobsen, Vig-
go boesen, Nanna & Jørgen Ditzel and Kay bojesen. they 
had many of their prototypes made in r. Wenglers work-
shop in copenhagen.

today r. Wengler stands as one of the pioneers in rattan 
production. What he did to the craftsmanship and the way 
he challenged the material, makes ground for the way we 
know rattan furniture today.

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The story of Sika-Design begins in 1942 when my grandfather Ankjær Andrea-
sen produced the first batch of baskets, lamps, flower tables and other small-
er interior items made of rush and willow. In the 1950s he expanded his pro-
duction to include a series of furniture made from rattan, and the company 
Sika-Design was firmly established.

The rattan was imported from the Far East and my grandfather travelled there 
to buy rattan for his wicker makers in Denmark. During a trip in 1972, he was 
so impressed by the skilled wicker makers, and decided to establish a wicker 
furniture factory in Malaysia. Since then, the Far East has been essential to our 
production of furniture, and today we manufacture our furniture in our own 
factory in Indonesia. My father Knud Andreasen took over the company in 
1983, however my grandfather still continued his daily “inspection” rounds in 
the company until his death in 1997. 

On my 10th birthday, my father allowed me to attend a fair where Sika-Design 
was exhibiting a series of furniture. On that day, I knew I wanted to be a part 
of his company, and my passion for rattan furniture was started. Since 1996 
we have worked side-by-side bringing Sika-Design into the new century, while 
never letting go of our strong heritage and values of good craftsmanship and 
design.

Rattan is a plant related to 
the palm tree, and grows in the Indonesian rainforest. Rattan is one of the fastest 
growing materials in the world, it regenerates in 5-7 years and it transforms CO

clean air. It is a fact that 80% of the world’s rattan is growing in Indonesia where we 
manufacture the furniture in our own factory.

For the Affäire collection we use the rattan as nature made it! This means we do not 
remove the skin and the knots of the rattan and therefore we can leave it un lacquered. 
The skin of the rattan will serve as its natural protection.

C R A F T S M A N S H I P

The processing of the rattan material is very complex but yet the same techniques 
which have been used for centuries . The only way to work with Rattan is by apply-
ing the traditional century – old method and do not require heavy machinery.  
The traditional method was perfected in Denmark by skilled canemakers in the 70’s. 
The complexity is increased in the combination of natural raw material, the synthe-
tic fibre and precise assembling techniques.

Each chair is meticulously handcrafted in our factory in Indonesia only using the  
finest rattan and stainless steel nails and screws. First the rattan frame of the chair is 
steamed and hand formed after which each chair frame is then hand woven with 
Polystrand fibre. These materials and precise craftsmanship produce a chair that is 
durable, light weight and very strong which can last for years.

P O LYS T R A N D

We use Polystrand for bindings and woven seats. Polystrand is a weather resistant 
synthetic fibre and it is easily recyclable.

Due to the basic structure, the fibre can be melted down and re-used over and over 
with very little damage to the polymer change in the fibre. It does not require much 
maintenance and soapy water is enough to clean it. Polystrand is resistant to the UV 
rays and will not loose elasticity even after years of intensive use.

R AT TA N  U S E D  O U T D O O R

Rattan is the only material that can be harvested in nature and used for furniture 
without any processing.

The skin of the rattan is very strong and hardwearing and can be used outdoor. How-
ever its natural colour will turn silvery grey. This transformation is very beautiful and 
adds character to the furniture.

The cane will stay strong for years however the appearance will change.

Rattan furniture will last longer if not exposed to water or excessive sun. We also re-
commend the furniture to be stored inside during winter. Rattan furniture used on 
covered patios and terraces will last for generations.
